The Safety Committee reminds all boaters to know what the symbols on the buoys mean and that you obey the buoys.

March 20, 2017

A Mishawaka man didn’t need air in his tires to lead police

on a 16-mile chase across the east and north sides of Elkhart
early Sunday. The Elkhart County Sheriff’s Department at-
tempted to pull over 36-year-old man for a traffic violation
north of Goshen around 1:30 a.m. He sped off westbound on
U.S. 20 toward C.R. 17, according to a sheriff’s department
report.

The driver then took off northbound on C.R. 17 at high
speeds. Police laid down spike strips on C.R. 17 at the inter-
sections of C.R. 10 and C.R. 6 and blew out most of the tires
on the car, said sheriff’s department spokesman Capt. Jim
Bradberry.

The driver continued north on C.R. 17 before turning west-
bound onto C.R. 4. Police giving chase reported he only had
one tire inflated, but he was still able to continue driving at
speeds over 60 mph across the north side of Elkhart on C.R. 4.
Police laid down spike strips a third time at the intersection of
C.R. 4 and S.R. 19, deflating the fourth tire on the car, accord-
ing to the sheriff’s department. However, he continued driving
at 50 to 65 mph west on C.R. 4 until it dead ends at C.R. 1.
The driver was finally apprehended on C.R. 10 just east of Ash
Road. The sheriff’s department and Elkhart Police Department
conducted a felony stop on the car, arresting the man without
incident a few minutes later.

Delphi Murders Remind Us to be Safe while
Walking or Hiking

One of the benefits of living here at the lake are the open
woods and fields that allow us to enjoy nature by hiking or
walking to our heart’s content. But the recent death of two
young girls from Delphi, Indiana reminds us to be smart when
we take off on foot, even in the daylight.

Abigail “Abby” Williams, 13, and [
Liberty “Libby” German, 14,
were reported missing on Febru- [
ary 13 after they were dropped
off to go hiking near the Monon
High Bridge in Delphi, Indiana,
and didn’t return. Their bodies
were found the following day in
a wooded area near the Delphi
Historic Trail.

Overnight, the reward for information leading to an arrest
doubled to more than $200,000 thanks to a $100,000 dona-
tion from Colts kicker, Pat McAfee and team owner, Jim Irsay.

So, Simonton Lake residents, don’t let a walk in the woods
turn to tragedy. Be alert when you walk, go with a buddy, be
aware of your surroundings and always let someone know
where you are going and when you expect to return.

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“Piers — Do They Require a DNR Permit?”

Earlier this spring, the newsletter staff was contacted by the DNR Compliance and Enforcement Section and asked to run
an article on pier regulations. Just before this newsletter was printed we were informed that several lake residents had
received letters from the DNR about their piers. What follows is the article written by DNR officials Alysson Oliger and
Suzanne Delay, Division of Water, Compliance and Enforcement

Natural public freshwater lakes, such as Simonton Lake, are a very special resource. The Lake Preservation Act (IC 14-26-2)
was enacted in 1947 in order to protect the natural resources and scenic beauty of these lakes and to hold them in trust for
the public. This statute, therefore, requires the approval from the DNR Division of Water for any construction or project that
is proposed along or lakeward of the shoreline and below the legal or normal water level of a public freshwater lake. Howev-
er, the Public Freshwater Lake Rules (312 IAC 11) authorize the placement of certain temporary piers under a general license.
The general license provides for an approval by rule, so if it is determined that a proposed pier gualifies for the general
license, no coordination is required with the DNR Division of Water.

To qualify for the general license for the placement of a temporary pier, the pier must be:
e Easily removable
¢ Not mounted in or comprised of concrete or cement
e Supported by auger poles or other poles that rest on the lake bed and that do not exceed 3.5” in diameter
¢ Installed by a riparian owner or with permission of a riparian owner
¢ No longer than 150’ lakeward of the shoreline
¢ Installed so that it does not infringe on the access of an adjacent landowner or restrict navigation
See the picture below

Details of the general license requirements are outlined in 312 IAC 11-3-1. This section of the lake rules should be referenced
when determining whether a proposed pier will qualify for the general license. If a proposed pier does not qualify for the
general license, then written approval from the DNR Division of Water is required for the pier.

All group piers, marinas, and individual piers that do not comply with the general license require formal review and approval
from the DNR Division of Water. Permanent piers, including piers that cantilever out over the lake, are typically not approv-
able. For these projects and any shoreline alteration projects, a permit application should be submitted to the Division of
Water for review.

Please keep in mind that we have only discussed DNR regulations. Before scheduling any project, you should also check with
other local, state, and federal agencies to see if other permits are required.

Temporary Pier: Placement of the pier would be allowed by a riparian owner under the general license as long as all of the
conditions are met. Note that shoreline alterations (seawalls, etc.) may require a permit from the DNR Division of Water.

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Report from the Environmental Committee

This committee is one of the busiest in the Lake Association with several major projects ongoing.

Adding Purposes to the Conservancy

Our Simonton Lake Conservancy was originally established to take care of sewage. Now we are asking that several other, legally
allowed, purposes be added. Please check out the article entitled “Update on the Process of Adding Purposes to the Simonton
Lake Conservancy”.

Weed Control

Bob Kelsey and Paul Wilson have accepted the Weed Control Subcommittee Co-Chairmanship. The responsibilities of this sub-
committee are to provide oversight, coordination and leadership in developing a program to document our situation, develop
an appropriate Control Plan, and create an implementation plan for Bi-annual treatment applications. The process is heavily
regulated by several governmental agencies and will require multiple permits.

Earlier this year, the Committee commissioned and received a Tier Il Survey documenting aquatic vegetation throughout the
lake. Our biggest concern is Starry Stonewort, which currently covers more than 10% of the surface of Simonton Lake. A meet-
ing has been scheduled between the Subcommittee and a potential consultant to gather information for developing a Com-
prehensive Aquatic Plant Management Plan. This Plan will be submitted to various regulating authorities during the permitting
process, as outlined in SLAHA’s 2016 Master Plan of Improvements.

No work can be authorized until funding has been secured, however it may happen next year through private tax deductible
contributions until annual funding is secured. For more information contact Bob Kelsey, zipi@choiceonemail.com , or Paul Wil-

Dredging
Bob Paul, chairperson of the Environment Committee, chairs this sub-committee.- We are pleased to report that funding has
been secured to complete the remaining two un-dredged areas of the current contract. Work is being scheduled for fall 2017.

The Application for permitting of the general lake dredging according to the phases of the SLAHA’s 2016 Master Plan of Im-
provements is currently underway. In preparation for this application, a new Lake Sediment Removal Plan, which includes all of
the 11 new areas noted in the Master Plan, has been prepared. The plan received preliminary approval from the State Biologist
following a tour of the lake, additionally, meetings are being scheduled with other appropriate governmental officials to discuss
the drainage and erosion issues of the Master Plan.

Randy Cooper has accepted the Neighborhood Dredging Subcommittee Chairmanship. The responsibility of this subcommittee
will be to provide leadership, coordination and oversight for lake residents seeking individual dredging permits. As this process
is heavily regulated by several governmental agencies, DNR has asked thesHomeowners Association to streamline this effort into
a single group application. (This will not preclude individual applications, if desired.)

Randy will be conducting individual District town hall meetings (8'in all) to inform residents about the Neighborhood Dredging
Program and collect neighborhood input. The meeting schedule will be posted on the SLAHA website at
www.simontonlakehoa.com. These meeting will be further coordinated through our 8 SLAHA District Representatives.

These preliminary steps need to be completed before any action is taken. No work will be authorized until funding has been
secured.

A Simonton Lake Preservation Trust Project

t the intersection of North Shore Drive and

Bell Avenue is a small neglected area of

land that belonﬁs to the county. Those of
you who live on N. Shore and drive past it each
day can attest to leaves which never are raked,
limbs and branches that litter the ground and a
burn pile that seems to grow each year. Those
neig}l;lbors who live close by are especially vexed
by this neighborhood blight.

Mangl decades ago this land was a neighbor-
hood park. A tire swing hung from one of the
many oak trees and a cement pad and basket-
ball hoop was put in and used by neighborhood
kids. Various neighbors took care of the rakin
and mowing. But, as time went on those neigh-
bors moved away, the

cement cracked and the branch which held the
swing fell.

Neighbors along the street are interested in see-
ing this small area cleaned up and become use-
ful once again. The Simonton Lake Preservation
Trust which can own land and not pay property
taxes began to research a solution to the prob-
lem. A call was made to Mike Yoder, County
Commissioner who was happy to work with us
in ceding control of the area to the Trust.

The land is small and its uses are limited. May-
be it simply will be a place for walkers and bike
riders to stop and rest. But, we feel that at the
least it could be cleaned up and be an asset to
our neighborhood, not an eyesore.

As the county attorney works to put a legal
document in place, the SLPT has begun to take
the following steps:

¢ A survey of the land will be done to deter-
mine the lot line between the land and the
property to the west

¢ An estimate on a fence to mark that lot line
will be sought

e We are seeking estimates on tree trimming
and removal.

e An Eagle Scout candidate from South Bend
is ready to do general clean up, help with
fence installation, landscaping and design.
This project will be a great fit for his Eagle
Scout Badge project.

he Trust is interested in getting more grants
for projects around the lake. With two
properties under our control, we can begin
the process to become accredited. Accredited
trusts have an advantage when it comes to be-
ing awarded Erant money. So, this project helps
the neighborhood and helps the Trust.

As we determine the cost of each of these steps
we will communicate our needs to the
neighbors.

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Sarry Stonewort Found in Simonton Lake

tarry Stonewort is a very aggressive invasive aquatic plant that is moving into Southern
S Michigan and Northern Indiana. It forms dense mats that can reach the surface in 6 to 8

feet of water and severely impact lake use and beneficial native vegetation. It was first
found in Indiana in Lake Wawasee in 2009, with about 20 acres being present. Today, starry
stonewort distribution has expanded in Lake Wawasee to 238 acres.

This species was found in Simonton Lake during a vegetation survey conducted by Aquatic Weed
Control on August 29, 2016. Starry Stonewort is present in approximately 31 acres in Simonton
Lake and will likely become the dominant aquatic plant species in many shallow water areas. It
is important to note that managing starry stonewort will not eradicate the plant from Simonton
Lake nor will it stop the plant from spreading. However, aggressively managing starry stone-
wort should help to slow its spread and control its density. Aggressive treatment of this plant can provide effective seasonal
control that allows lake residents to use areas of the lake that might otherwise become unusable or unnavigable because of

severe starry stonewort infestations.

We are currently working on getting an estimate on the cost of treating our lake for this aggressive weed. Funding for the
treatment is also being discussed. However, the longer we wait to get after this invasive plant the more area will be infested.
